Confirmation Session Information:  
 

1 Sessions begin PROMPTLY at 7:00 p.m. (please have the candidate here at least 5 minutes ahead of time) 
and conclude at 8:30 p.m. 

2 CANDIDATES BRING THEIR FOLDERS (will be given out at first session) TO EVERY SESSION (except 
Retreat). 

3 Since there are only eight class sessions, all sessions must be attended. In cases of illness or other serious 
reason for absence, makeup work will be provided. No more than one session may be considered excused 
(makeup work still applies). If a student needs to be absent, the parent should call 662-2169 prior to the 
absence. 

4 At the sessions, candidates will be assigned to a “table group” which is designated as A, B, C, etc. The 
group letter will be on the name label on the candidates’ folders. When candidates come to the sessions, 
they should go directly to their assigned table group.  

5 If the Orchard Park schools are closed for inclement weather, then all other parish activities are cancelled, 
including Confirmation classes. The closings will appear on TV and the Internet for Channels 2, 4, and 7 as 
well as on WBEN 930 radio.  

6 At the sessions, there is only one rule of conduct: BE RESPECTFUL of the group leaders, of each 
other, and above all, of yourself. 

7 No food or drink is permitted at the sessions.
